Chairman Whistler called the meeting to order at 1:31 PM.

Roll Call

Adoption of the June 28,2012 Meeting Minutes

Mr. Bode moved to approve the June 28, 2012 meeting minutes.
Vice Chair Blair seconded the motion.

Renewal of Lapsed Districts Scope and Budget Approval — Melanie Drerup
Resolution 12-65

Melanie Drerup presented Classroom Facilities Assistance Program renewal projects for two
schools for Commission approval. Ms. Drerup stated that, Eursuant to Section 3318.054 ORC as
enacted by Amended Substitute House Bill 153 of the 129" General Assembly, the Commission
is charged with establishing the new scope, estimated basic project cost (project budget) and
estimated school district portion (local share) for a lapsed project if the school district desires to
seek a new conditional approval of its project. Each of these districts has requested a new
conditional approval and the master facility plans have been developed by Commission staff and
the local school district. The project scope and estimated costs established will be valid for one
year.

Fiscal Year 2013 Projects Approval - Melanie Drerup

Ms. Drerup presented the Fiscal Year 2013 projects for the Commission’s conditional approval.
Ms. Drerup stated that at the first Commission meeting of the fiscal year, the staff recommends
new projects for Commission approval. The recommendations are based on several factors
including what is affordable given approved appropriations and cash, as well as forecasts for
future funding. Each project will spend money into the future; not only in Fiscal Year 2013, but



into years beyond that as well. The funding for the projects presented, along with projects
underway, depend on future appropriations. These projects will be with us beyond the current
biennium. Ms. Drerup stated in FY12, Master Plans totaling $543 million were approved. This
year we are seeking approval of Master Plans totaling $1.13 billion, or twice the amount of
FY12. Each of these district projects was developed using a comprehensive planning process
which includes a 10 year enrollment projection, a building condition assessment of each of the
district’s classroom facilities, an enhanced environmental assessment and review of the
educational adequacy and review for LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design).
All of the projects are the result of partnerships with districts around the state. All have been
approved by the school district boards. Upon Commission and Controlling Board approval, the
districts have thirteen months to obtain the local share and maintenance funding to be able to
move ahead with their project.

The 27 projects totaled $1.13 billion, with an average state share of 43.8 percent. ELPP credit
totaling $40 million is being leveraged on four projects. There are seven segmented projects and
most were addressing the worst building in the district. The projects include 52 school buildings
of those all but nine are new. 83 buildings will be taken out of service plans call for 81 to be
demolished and two to be abandoned. Average district budget is $41.8 million. Buildings being
replaced are at 2/3rds guideline with exceptions noted.

Classroom Facilities Assistance Program (CFAP)
Resolution 12-66

Ms. Drerup presented the Master Facilities Plans and Segment Facility Plans for twelve school
districts for the Classroom Facilities Assistance Program for Commission approval. Winton
Woods is the largest project at $96 million. The master plan calls for one new elementary school
housing 1,839 students—replacing six existing elementary schools—and one new middle/high
school housing 1,538 students—replacing two buildings.

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Director Blair asked when we would serve all the school districts. Director Hickman responded
we have about 300 K-12 school districts and a substantial number of the 49 Joint Vocation
school districts yet to serve. If we are able to fund 25 districts every year and all 25 can secure
their local funding, it will take until 2025 o complete this program. There is a significant amount
of work yet to do. That is why we are pleased about the support provided with capital bill
funding. That is demonstrated by our ability to bring a proposal to fund projects in 27 school
districts. We had a number of districts that went to the ballot in March and had their ballot
initiatives support. We are very pleased with what appears to be a turn around with school
districts and the economic issues they face at the ballot box. We are encouraged with the ballot
initiatives yet to happen this year in August and November and hope that we are going to be able
to move ahead with building a lot of schools throughout the state. In the event that some districts
are not successful, it is the intent of the Commission staff to come back in January 2013 and look
at the districts that have not passed their bond issue. Some will likely not avail themselves of the
state funding and allow us to look deeper on the list and come back with a mid-year
recommendation for funding for additional districts so that we can keep the program moving.
Obviously the sooner we build the better as construction costs are not getting any less expensive.
Typically costs will accelerate somewhere in the neighborhood of three percent on an annual
basis. It is our goal to work with the districts and get as many funded as we can and to bring
back savings from each project that we can use to fund subsequent school districts.

Mr. Bode commented that it was great to see so many projects on the list with the master plans
totaling over $1 billion. He said that it is wonderful that we are making progress including
seeing some projects with a large state share that have been waiting around for some time. It is
great that they are taking advantage of the program now. Mr. Bode asked for more information
on the scope for Swanton Local School District that has two buildings that they are abandoning
that are below the two-thirds guidelines. Ms. Drerup responded these are two buildings that are
not appropriate for education.

Vice Chair Blair moved to approve Resolution 12-66.
Mr. Bode seconded the motion.

Classroom Facilities Assistance Program (CFAP)/1990 Look Back Lapsed
Resolution 12-67

Ms. Drerup presented four school districts with a lapse of one year certification and one school
district with a lapsed 1990 Look Back for participation in the Classroom Facilities Assistance
Program for Commission approval. South-Western City School District in Franklin County was
originally approved in July 2008 for the entire building program totaling over $400 million. They
were unsuccessful at the ballot. The district tried again in March of 2012 for a segment including
13 new elementary schools, renovation of two elementary schools and one new high school.
They were successful in getting their bond issue passed.
