• Getting the students from the street g

–Separate buses/cars/bikes/pedestriansSeparate buses/cars/bikes/pedestrians

• Buses should have separate entrance
• Parent drop off should have 
separate entrance

–Accessible pedestrian Routes
Provide sidewalks from
the street to the building



On Site DesignOn Site Design

– Bike Routes
•Provide curb ramps along the bicycle route
•Maintain separation from pedestrian and vehicular               
routesroutes

•Use pavement  markings
If bike path shared withIf bike path shared with 
vehicle traffic  

– Bike Racks
• Locate close to front door
• Provide adequate racks
