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Basic Services
The Consultant will provide storm shelter peer review services for projects administered by the Contracting Authority. Projects will be designed by various A/E firms selected by the Contracting Authority. A portion of new facilities and additions shall be designed and engineered to withstand tornadic forces and meet the requirements of the ICC 500-2014 as required by the current Ohio Building Code. In some instances of additions to existing facilities, the entire addition may be designed as the storm shelter. Peer review services will consist of non-structural and structural items analyzed per the requirements of ICC 500-2014, chapters 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7. No FEMA grant funding is being utilized for this project therefore, FEMA P-361 will not be used for basis of peer review.
The respective design team shall provide for peer review purposes an entire set of documents in PDF format in a single document for drawings, single document for specifications (when available) and shall include structural design calculations for the shelter portion only of the building, submitted for Schematic Design, Design Development, 65 percent and 95 percent complete Construction Documents, or other stage deemed necessary by the Consultant based on specific project conditions. The respective design teams shall also provide the Consultant with written responses and revisions to documents addressing previous stage peer review comments.
Deliverables consist of a peer review form or letter for each review provided to the A/E and a final non-structural and structural signed and sealed peer review report shall be provided to the A/E, Contracting Authority, and the authority with jurisdiction over the project.
Shelter peer review services including both non-structural and structural shall include but not be limited to the following:
Peer reviews shall be conducted by Consultant at the following intervals; Schematic Design Stage, Design Development Stage, 65 percent and 95 percent Construction Document Stage, or other stage deemed necessary by the Consultant based on specific project conditions. Deliverables will be a peer review form addressing items that do not meet the intent of the ICC 500-2014 and/or storm shelter design recommendations.
Periodic video/phone conference meetings with the A/E during the design and documentation phases of the project. Meetings will be on an as-needed basis determined by the A/E in conjunction with the Peer Reviewer and Contracting Authority. No face-to-face meetings are anticipated.
Questions and answers as needed during the design process.
Final signed and sealed peer review report with permitting recommendation to be issued with permit set of documents to the authority with jurisdiction over the project, A/E, and Contracting Authority.
Upon request and as an additional service, Consultant may assist in writing the Storm Shelter Management Plan for any given project related to this agreement.
Activities and Items Not Included
Peer review services not provided include, but are not limited to: project planning, project design, construction administration, other code related issues, civil design, review of the portion of the building not directly related to the storm shelter, shelter management plan production, travel time to/from Consultant’s office to the Project Site, Owner’s office, or A/E’s office, and any other services not listed under Basic Services above.
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
